
Elizabethtown Community Hospital Auxiliary Scholarship 

Guidelines 2010 
 

Criteria for application: 

� Applicants must be enrolling in an accredited college or program and be pursuing 
a licensed medical profession. 

� Applicants can be either traditional or nontraditional students. 

� Applicants must fall in one of the following categories: 

o A current employee of Elizabethtown Community Hospital (for a minimum 
of three months) 

o A child or parent of an employee at Elizabethtown Community Hospital 
(meeting the above specifications) 

o An Elizabethtown Community Hospital volunteer with a minimum of 50 
hours donated to the hospital over a 12-month period; and done so within 
the past two years. 

o An employee at Horace Nye Home 

o An employee at Keene Valley Neighborhood House 

� Applicants must reside in Essex or Clinton County. 

� Applications must be received by April 30
th

, 2010. 

� Awardees are eligible to reapply for assistance each year. 

� ECH auxiliary members are not eligible. 

 

Awards: 

� Two scholarships of $500 each will be awarded, pending qualified applicants 

� Notification of awards will be released by May 31st, 2010. 

� Awards will be made payable to the student.   

� Scholarship awards may be used for tuition, room, board, books, supplies, travel, 
and other expenses related to school attendance.
